Rock County residents will find the OverDrive link on their library’s homepage and RockCat catalog page.  First time users will need to install a free media software, then they can browse the collection, and select titles to add to their Cart.  Check out is simple. To log on, just enter a valid library card number and PIN and download the digital media to a personal computer or other digital device.  Customers can check to see if their devices are compatible by clicking the link “Supported Portable Devices” on the OverDrive webpage.

There are over a thousand popular and award winning titles from which to select - from fiction novels by Nora Roberts and James Patterson, to classic works from Mark Twain and Charles Dickens.  The digital library spans nearly every genre. Customers can download bestselling fiction novels, popular biographies, self-improvement guides, and more!  Customers will even be able to download educational videos, TV programs, feature films, cult classics, music and more.
